Stated Meeting of Session
June 1, 2008

The monthly meeting of Session, at which a quorum was present, was held at the church on Sunday, June 1,
2008, at 7:00 p.m. Present were Moderator Rev. Dr. Brian Wyatt and Elders: Vicki Trentham, Danny Shaw,
Amy Cobble, John Morrell, Charles Brumley, Janice Roberts, April Marenco, Marilyn Brumley and Kenny
Cobble. Also present were Sarah Wyatt and infant son, Wallace.

The Moderator called the meeting to order. John led a devotional time and gave the opening prayer.

The minutes of the Stated Session Meeting of May 4, 2008 were distributed. Janice moved, Amy seconded,
that the minutes be approved. The motion carried.

Moderator Wyatt reported on his activities for May.

A happy item of new business was moved to first place on our agenda. John moved, Charles seconded, that
the request for baptism for Wallace Austin Wyatt, son of Rev. Dr. and Mrs. Brian Wyatt, be granted for July 6,
2008, and that the family have use of the fellowship hall following the worship service. The motion carried.

Building Chairman Kenny distributed copies of recommended equipment and price lists for the new sound
system as work on that project continues. He also reported that some plumbing problems at the manse had
been corrected.

Cemetery Chairman Danny reported that Shirley Gregg had requested space in the columbarium for her son
who had died five years ago. The Cemetery Committee recommends that the Session grant this request for
two spaces: one for Marty Gregg, deceased, and one for his mother when she dies. An amendment to this
motion was made by Charles and seconded by Janice, that the Gregg'’s pay for the cost of receptacle and
plague and that the ordering of those items is through the same company that provided the original materials
to keep harmony with the present design. The motion with the amendment carried.

Since a large tree fell in the cemetery on Saturday, Vicki moved and Danny seconded that an insured tree
removal expert be hired to take down the remaining large tree which is close to the building. A copy of
insurance will be provided by the contractor. The tree removal and fill work to level this area of the cemetery
should not exceed $3,000.00 and will come from the Cemetery Fund. The motion carried.

Christian Education Chairman Charles reminded everyone that Vacation Bible School starts Tuesday
evening, June 3, at 6:15, and continues through Friday June 6, with a day of fun on Douglas Lake on
Saturday, June 7, weather permitting.

Amy reminded everyone of the planning meeting for youth activities on Thursday June 12, at 6:30.

There will be no Session meeting in July. Each committee chairman should have a written overview of duties
and responsibilities for your particular committee for the August meeting.



With no other business to come before the Session at this time, the meeting was adjourned with prayer by the
Moderator.

The next session meeting is scheduled for August 3, 2008.
